      Dim Crim Wite-Outed 
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AB2880 Refresher Training 

The Bureau of Security and Investigative Services (BSIS) passed the Assembly Bill 
2880 in September of ’02.  AB2880 increased the required training for security guards 
from three (3) hours to 40 hours with a required eight (8) hours refresher every 12 
months after the completion of an initial 40 hour course. 

All security guards who obtained their guard card certification prior to July 1st, 2004 
are exempt from completing the required 40 hours.  Those who received certification 
after the 1st of July must complete an additional 32 hours of required training, in ad-
dition to the eight (8) hours of guard card training received, totaling an overall forty. 

No cost is applicable and training is mandatory for all security guards employed with 
American Patriot Security, Inc. in the state of California.  Training classes such as 
Firearms, Baton, etc. may be applied towards your refresher.  Want to know if you 
have any current refresher hours at this point?
